AAM (Author Accepted Manuscript): the 
final, peer reviewed, author-amended version 
of the article prior to the typesetted published 
version.

APC: Author Processing Charge - a charge 
levied on an author by a journal to publish 
Open Access.

Hybrid journal:  a journal which includes 
options to publish OA or subscription-only.

Transitional agreement: where a deal exists 
between a university and a hybrid journal, 
meaning authors from that insititution do not 
need to pay an individual APC to publish in
